Maribel Franco was a daughter, sister, friend, and mentor. As a UCSB graduate and a
graduate student at Cal State Long Beach, Maribel’s dream was to attend college and find a way
to give back to those who were disadvantaged due to socioeconomic factors. In the spring of
2014, the Santa Barbara Police Activities League first met Maribel as a tutor with Cal-SOAP.
Maribel quickly distinguished herself as a person students could turn to for academic help,
advice, and for a positive outlook on life. Education, school, and community involvement were
essential to Maribel and she encouraged everyone she met to strive for the best. In the two and a
half years Maribel was with SBPAL, her positive impact on the lives of Santa Barbara teens was
immeasurable. Unfortunately, Maribel’s life was tragically cut short by a drunk driver in
October 2016. Her passion for life and commitment to serving others continues to live on in those
whose paths she crossed.

This memorial scholarship reflects the traits Maribel exhibited. Maribel was committed
and attentive to all she knew. All that knew her felt her positive influence. Her smile was
infectious and remains with all of us today. Maribel’s life is a reminder that no matter what the
